With grass tees, please start entering your scores on Golf Canada’s website for handicap purposes for
‘regular golf’ events. https://scg.golfcanada.ca/login It is very important that you enter ALL your scores
for ALL games you play, including 9 hole games (and not just Men’s Club days). And if you can’t finish a
full round, Golf Canada allows you to enter 7 holes for 9 or 14 for 18.

Green and Hay Trophy
